

















Director of Chaplaincy Services Announces Departure

The Rev. Lynn Yeso, Director of
Chaplaincy Services, Allegheny
County Jail for the past five years
has announced her resignation ef-
fective May 31, 2010. She will be
moving to Wilmington, NC to pur-
sue a Clinical Pastoral Education
Residency while her husband Paul
begins retirement. During her
tenure, the chaplaincy program
has expanded, and the Foundation
of H.O.P.E. was established as a
supporting corporation to Christian
Associates. She has been a tireless

advocate for the transformation
of inmates through the pods of
H.O.P.E. for male and female of-
fenders and the Jail Collaborative.

A national search will begin
January 1 for Rev. Yeso’s succes-
sor.
