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Music for the Spirit

In January 2004, the Pittsburgh Symphony Orchestra (PSO)
became the first American orchestra to perform at the
Vatican for a pope. That concert enabled the PSO to launch
a program known as “Music for the Spirit.” Conductor
Manfred Honeck is deeply committed to the “Music for the
Spirit” program and feels music is a tool that can be used to
inspire a deeper conversation about religion.

On June 12, 2010 the PSO will be performing Symphony
No. 3 by Gustav Mahler, a composer whose religious beliefs
were central to the music he composed. At 7:00 p.m. to
start the concert, there will be a special pre-concert talk
featuring Manfred Honeck, Bishop David Zubik, and Rabbi
Aaron Bisno — moderated by the Rev. Paul Johnston —
where the panel will explore the religious beliefs behind
Mabhler’s music, particularly his Third Symphony.

This concert will renew the “Music for the Spirit” program.
Congregations may secure a 20% discount to the concert
which will include the pre-concert panel discussion.

Pastoral Marriage and Family
Counseling Certificate Program

A two-year certificate training program in marriage
and family counseling for clergy and Christian
Education staff with three years of parish experience
is being offered at the Antiochian Village by the
Antiochian House of Studies Program.
